Len Hannaman, Director, moved that the guidelines be amended to read 12 inch minimum culvert regarding the ARC application; unless special approval by the board has been obtained.  Carole Ray, Director, seconded.  The motion carried.

Resolved, that the guidelines be amended to read 12 inch minimum culvert regarding the ARC application.

Whereas, the next order of business was for Mary Bradford, the Property Owners of Lot 6, Block 15, to present information to the board regarding her desire to build a small fence on their lakefront property. She informed the board that she and her husband, Steve Bradford obtained verbal approval from only one of their neighbors, Dee Beck.
Larry Cunningham, Director, moved that the board agree to the requested fence but the Property Owners of Lot 6, Block 15, Steve and Mary Bradford, must do the following: (i) submit an application to the ARC on how they will camouflage and approval will be based on conformity of the fence to the environment (ii) submit a landscape plan on how it will be built including height approval not to exceed 3 feet high and fence materials approval, (iii) it must be camouflaged and must be 40 feet back from the water property line, and (iv) it must be approved in writing by the ARC and the board.  Joe Geach, Vice-President, seconded. Further discussion. All in favor, except by one, Ruby Smith, opposed.  The motion carried.

JMBC Committee: General discussion took place regarding JMBC which elected to add new speed humps in the committee.  Larry Cunningham, Director, to obtain bids and research if they are motorcoach friendly.

Snowplowing for the Community: General discussion took place regarding snowplowing for the community and the need for a snowplowing committee to discuss various issues. Committee participants may include the following: Carole Ray, Cindy Cunningham, Dodd Fiori and JC Smith. Committee to discuss level of service from vendors, walkways, and other such matters regarding snowplowing in the community.
