	Curtis from Northern State Security


A meeting of the Board of Directors of Stoneridge Property Owners’ Association (“SPOA”) was held at the SPOA office on August 20, 2009, located at 364 Stoneridge Road, Blanchard, Idaho  83804.

The meeting was called to order by Dean Allara, President, at 5:05 p.m. after being advised by Ruby Smith, Secretary, that a quorum was present, including board members Rusty Davidson, Richard Cousins, Russ Vatcher, Carole Ray and Joe Geach.

Meeting Minutes

WHEREAS, the first order of business was to review and approve the minutes of the July 16, 2009 board meeting.  
Russ Vatcher, Director, moved that the minutes for the July 16, 2009 board meeting be approved as amended and corrected. Joe Geach, Vice-President, seconded. The motion carried.

RESOLVED, that the minutes of the July 16, 2009 board meeting minutes are approved.

Treasurer’s Report

WHEREAS, the next order of business was to review and approve the financials for July 2009: (i) Budget Comparison dated July 2009, (ii) Balance Sheet dated July 2009, and (iii) Aged Receivables dated August 18, 2009. 

Rusty Davidson, Treasurer, updated the board, presented information and discussed the Budget Comparison, Balance Sheet and Aged Receivables which were reviewed and variances were noted. 
Carole Ray, Director, moved that the July 2009 financials/Treasurer’s reports be approved as submitted, Russ Vatcher, Director, seconded. The motion carried.

Resolved, the July 2009 financials/Treasurer’s reports are approved.
Discussion took place regarding Property Owner(s) in arrears over 90 days to receive letters regarding being in arrears:

Additional discussion took place regarding Property Owner(s) in arrears over 90 days which has a lien.

WHEREAS, the next order of business was to discuss new CDs.  Rusty Davidson, Treasurer, presented information and updated the board regarding acquiring a new CD.  He proposed putting approximately $21,000 into a new CD from the $26,998.08 cash in the Bank – Operating column as of July 2009 (a risk free certificate of deposit; 36 mos CD at approximately 2.75%).  He also proposed leaving $22,000 where it is currently in the 90 day CD. General discussion took place.
Rusty Davidson, Treasurer, moved to take $21,000 or a lesser amount and put it into a 12 month CD.  Carole Ray, Director, seconded.  The motion carried.

RESOLVED, a new CD will be acquired.
new Business
Architecture Review Committee (ARC): Charles Thompson and Mac Ray provided information and updated the board on ARC matters. General discussion to place and variances were noted.

General discussion took place regarding the following:

Lot 6 Blk 4 – their application is incomplete and the plan does not comply with the CC&Rs. 
Lot 1 Blk 4. Charles and Mac informed the board that they do not believe the roadway is a problem – 30 feet is okay.  The Property Owner believes it is at 25 feet.  The Property Owner stated that they will maintain all the way to the street.  The board agreed as long as the Property Owner understands it is HOA property – water is in right of way 10 feet off the road covered with bark.
Joe Geach, Vice-President, moved to approve Property Owner of Lot 1 Blk 4 improvements and that the improvements may be partially in the right of way only with the condition that said Property Owner accepts and agrees to the following: if utilities company or other such company need to do work said Property Owner will put it back in an esthetic manner.  Rusty Davidson, Treasurer, seconded.  The motion carried.

Northern State Security:

Curtis from Northern State Security presented information and updated the board regarding security for the community.  General discussion took place.  

Russ Davidson, Treasurer, moved to allow 15” by 12” Northern State Security signs to be posted with 911 phone number.  Carole Ray seconded.  The motion carried.
Addition discussion took place regarding the following:

To report a security problem during normal business hours (9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.) contact the Stoneridge office at (208) 437-3148 extensions 21, 22, or 24.
To report a security problem after normal business hours (for example after 5:00 p.m.) contact the Time Share office at (208) 437-2451 -- they will contact Northern Security if they are on the premises or they will call 911.

Marci Davidson, Guest, informed the board that she will research setting up a neighborhood watch program.

Curtis also requested to inform the Property Owners, residents, guests and workers of Stoneridge to please “Stop” at the Stop signs.

SPOA Complaint:
A worker complained because a board member addressed and questioned a worker for not stopping at a Stop sign in the community.  General discussion took place.
Entrance Park: Tamara Thompson, Guest, presented information and updated the board regarding the entrance park which needs some care; a few dead trees, fish heads and trash needs to be picked-up on a regular basis. General discussion took place.  Brad Hansen will address the above-referenced items right away.
Truck Trespassing: Charles Thompson, Guest, presented information and updated the board on trucks trespassing on Stoneridge property.  General discussion took place.
Bulletin Board: Marci Davidson, Guest, presented information and updated the board on the bulletin board in the Rec Center. She requested the existing bulletin board be moved within the Rec Center from where it is now to the left wall just after entry. It will replace the virtual golf sign which will be moved. She is also requesting an additional small bulletin board in the golf shop to be approved by Brad Hansen. Dean Allara, President, requested that she discuss her request with Brad Hansen/CDS.
Lot Clean-Up:  Clean-up of the cuttings when the lots are groomed is needed.  The board will notify the vendors who do lot clean-up to include in their bids picking-up the cuttings. General discussion took place regarding the possibility of having the contractors that do the clean-up for the lots (weeds, trash etc.), if they are not done by a certain date, also picking up the debris because when the wind blows it sends all the trash over to the adjoining lots and if the weeds are not picked-up when the wind blows up it can create a weed problem.  Further discussion to take place next spring.

old Business
Dog Park:

Dean Allara, President, presented information and updated the board on the motor coach and their designated dog park area.  General discussion took place.  To be discussed further at the next board meeting.

Pickle Ball/Tennis Court:

General discussion took place regarding pickle ball being played at the tennis courts.  Further discussion to take place at the next board meeting.
There being no further business, Carole Ray, Director, moved to adjourn. Joe Geach, Vice-President, seconded.  The motion carried.
