Meeting Minutes

WHEREAS, the next order of business was to discuss the condition of the lake.  The Association owns the lake.  Water that comes in must be let out.  General discussion took place.

Larry Cunningham, Director, moved to have Phil Hixson and Richard Cousins as a committee contact and get an estimate from Blue Ribbon Environment Products regarding obtaining an assessment and possible resolutions to issues regarding the lake condition.  Richard Shanafelt, Director, seconded, the motion carried.
RESOLVED, a breakdown regarding the lake should be obtained and the findings to be discussed.

WHEREAS, the next order of business was to discuss the condition of the tennis court.  Dodd Fiori, Guest, presented information and updated the board regarding the general condition of the tennis court which needs care. The court was built in the 1980s and at this time has moderate deterioration to the surface.  General discussion took place.

Russ Vatcher, Director, moved for the board to obtain three (3) estimates to resurface the tennis court sometime next spring. Carole Ray, Director, seconded, the motion carried.

RESOLVED, the board will obtain bids for resurfacing the tennis court which Richard Cousins has volunteered to facilitate obtaining the bids.

Propane: Carole Ray, Director, presented information and updated the board on approximate cost she obtained informally from different propane companies. 
Larry Cunningham, Director, moved that the board select City Service Valcon for their propane supply company effective on November 1, 2009 and Carole Ray is to monitor pricing monthly on the same date from Valcon and Amerigas for a rate pricing comparison during the winter. Russ Vatcher, Director, seconded.  The motion carried.
Lot Clean-Up:  Lot 5 Block 27, Property Owner’s lot needed to be cleaned but said Property Owner did not want to pay to have their lot cleaned. The board appreciates the Property Owner’s thoughts and that they did not want to pay but it is not the board’s responsibility to pay to maintain Property Owners lots.  A board member will call to discuss the issue with the Property Owner.

Dead Tree Issue; Lot Clean-Up: The property located between Lot 1, Block 21 and the #19 practice area has a dead tree and was never mowed.  General discussion took place. Dean Allara, President, asked Brad Hansen to take care of it.

Joe Geach, Vice-President, moved to approve that the dead tree issue be resolved by cleaning it up and the board will invoice Property Owner Lot 7 Block 8C for the maintenance to remove the dead tree.  Carole Ray, Director, seconded.  The motion carried.
