Meeting Minutes

WHEREAS, the first order of business was to review and approve the minutes of the October 16, 2008 board meeting.

New Business

Property Owner of Block 6 Lot 15, Unit 1 of LSS (Steve Bradford).  Property Owner updated the board, presented information and discussed the following regarding their property: (i) culvert and (ii) placing propane tanks above ground. Brad Hansen and Mac Ray also presented information and discussed aforementioned (i) and (ii).  General discussion took place and information was noted.  

(i) Richard Cousins, Director, moved that Brad Hansen execute a document stating if 6” culvert is not working and/or if above-referenced Property Owner sells his property he will bring it up to code, 12” culver.  Additional discussion took place.  Richard Cousins, Director, amends aforementioned motion to have both Property Owners (Block 6, Lot 16 and Block 6 Lot 15 Bradford) execute document as well.  All in favor and none opposed. The motion and amended motion carried.

Richard Cousins, Director, moved to have the ARC revised to read 12” culvert meaning Bonner County code.  Carole Ray, Director, seconded.  The motion carried.

(ii) Carole Ray, Director, moved that Property Owner of Block 6 Lot 15, Unit 1 of LSS is required to bury his propane tanks per the ARC requirement. Richard Shanafelt, Director, seconded.  The motion carried.

WHEREAS, the next order of business was to discuss the Operating Associations Budget. Rusty Davidson, Treasurer, presented information and discussed the 2009 Stoneridge Operating Association Budget.

General discussion took place and variances were noted.
