A meeting of the Board of Directors of Stoneridge Property Owners’ Association (“SPOA”) was held at the SPOA office on January 21, 2010, located at 364 Stoneridge Road, Blanchard, Idaho 83804. 

The meeting was called to order by Dean Allara, President, at 5:06 p.m. after being advised by Carole Ray, Acting Secretary, that a quorum was present.

MEETING MINUTE

Whereas, the first order of business was to review and approve the minutes of the December 17, 20 board meeting. 
Dick Shanafelt, Director, moved that the minutes for the December 17, 2009 board meeting be approved as amended and corrected.  Rusty Davidson, Treasurer, seconded .  The motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT

The next order of business was to review and approve the financials for December 2009:  (i) Budget Comparison dated December 2009, (ii) Balance Sheet dated December 2009, and (iii) Aged Receivables dated December 2009.  
Rusty Davidson, Treasurer, update the board, presented information and discussed the Budget Comparison, Balance Sheet and Aged Receivables which were reviewed and variances were noted.
Richard Cousins, Director, moved that the December 2009 financials/treasurer’s reports be approved as submitted, Richard Shanafelt, Director, seconded.  Motion carried.

ARC UPDATE

Brad Hansen and Mac Ray were here to represent the ARC Committee.  Bradfords and Hixons have both received their building deposit’s back.   The only home still being built is Steve and Kim Chambers with approximately 65 % being finished. 
Next was a complaint regarding the unsightly property of Block 7 Lot 16. The landscape has never been finished nor has the finish on the house.  There is mold growing on the front of the house and a large wood pile in the back yard with a tarp thrown over it.  The yard is very unkept with weeds all over. Brad and Mac are to go thru his file, look at the property and make a determation as to how the Board should handle this situation.  Much discussion took place and it was decided that Brad would e-mail the Board with their suggestions as to what the letter to this property owner should state.  

BOARD MEETING
Larry Cunningham, Director, brought up the issue of the Board Meeting falling on the same day as Mens Club and the fact that some of the board members have a hard time getting to meetings on time because they are still playing.

This also makes it hard for other member’s that want to attend.  Carole Ray, Director, made a motion to move the monthly meeting to the 3rd Wednesday of the month.  Richard Shanafelt, Director, seconded and after some discussion the motion carried.

POOL AND SPA  
Carl Lombardi, property owner, complained about the temperature of the hot tub.  He thinks it should be hotter than it is.  Another issue was how long it takes the shower to get hot.  Bam  stated that most hot tubs the temperature is set at 104 degrees.  That is normal.  Dean Allara, President, asked if Keith Rusho and Bam Cousins could work together on this and come up with a solution and report back to us at the next board meeting.      

INLAND POWER  
We received a bill from Inland Power for  $2,452.00 for service they forgot to bill us for over the last two years.  This bill covers power to 3 water features and 2 lights.  This bill is shared with JMBCA.  Joe Geach, Vice President, is to look into this further and report back to us.  

VIRTUAL GOLF
A renter that is living down below on Links Dr. would like to have permission to use the golf machine.  We have only ever allowed  property owners to use these facilities.  Dean Allara, President, made the suggestion of getting a cash deposit of $200.00 or get a credit card imprint and this gentleman read and sign the agreement set forth for him, then he may use the facility.  Training on the machine would be done by either Richard Cousins, Director, or Joe Geach, Vice-President.  Joe Geach, Vice President, seconded and after much discussion took place,

The motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS
Richard Cousins, Director, asked if any decision had been made on the recycle situation.  Carole Ray, Director, has made several phone calls to different recycle companies but has not found anyone to pick up our bins for a reasonable price.  After speaking with Cindy Thomas, from the Timeshares, it was decided to put it on hold for a short time.  Rusty Davidson, Treasurer, stated he would work with us on a solution when he returns to Stoneridge.

NETTING
At the December, 2009 meeting it was asked if netting could be installed in front of some homes.  Carole Ray,

Director, was given the job of searching the CC&Rs to find what it says.  As per the CC&Rs Exhibit 7 “General Use Standards and Restrictions” paragraph 33
Structural Alterations.  Structural alterations to the Common Area or Facilities, golf course or any Private Amenity without the prior written consent of the Board, is prohibited.
Dean Allara, President, suggested people contact an insurance agency by the name of English Ins. Co. for coverage to their homes from golf balls.  Brad is willing to have people bring their drawing of what they wish to do and he will go over them.

RULES AND REGULATIONS
Richard Cousins, Director, stated that all the changes have been done on the pool, so all safety measures are now in place.  Everything now meets code.  

Richard Cousins, Director, spoke with an electrician about some lighting issues we are having and was told they recommend putting in 3 new sensor’s at a price of $70.00 each.  Also new flood lights at around $70.00.  Richard is to look into all prices and come back to us at next meeting.  It was also found that the exhaust fans need fixing.
 PICKLE BALL
Cindy Thomas, from the Timeshares, asked if we could use their courts and they use our courts for overflow.  Richard Cousins, Director, made a motion that for 12 months we would try this to see how well it works.  This would only apply to the pickle ball courts.  Richard Shanafelt, Director, seconded and it carried.

There being no further business, Richard Cousins moved to adjourn.  Joe Geach seconded  and the motion passed at 6:31 p.m.
